Session 1: Al Unveiled in Education (Concept, Need and Scope of Al in Education) - It delves deeply into
the theory behind and the advantages of incorporating Al into the classroom.

Session 2: Al in Education (its significance and concerns) - A detailed study on the significance and
concerns related to the implementation of Al in classroom.

Session 3: Using Al Tools to Improve Teaching, Learning and Assessment - A comprehensive analysis of
various methods and resources that improve personalised and interactive learning, teaching
and assessment. It will make it easier to include Al technologies into regular classroom
activities.

Session 4: Al in Practice (for Educational Development and Administration in classroom) — It exhibits
practical methods that demonstrate how Al tools and applications can be integrated in real
time, inside an educational setting and for administration.
