Subject: Participation of Teachers in Continuous Professional Development Programme (CPD) for
minimum 50 hours in every academic year and treating Resource Persons’ engagement for
training purposes on official duty-reg.

Greetings from CBSE for New Academic Session 2024-25 !!

Continuous Professional Development (CPD) is an active and widely acknowledged part of NEP 2020.
Each teacher is expected to participate in at least 50 hours of CPD opportunities every year. CBSE’s
Centres of Excellence (CoEs) conduct training programmes for the CPD of teachers and principals of
CBSE affiliated schools. To impart these trainings, experienced teachers and principals of the CBSE
affiliated schools are appointed as resource persons. It has been noticed by the CoEs that some school
managements/ principals discourage its principals/teachers to take up this responsibility.

This is to bring to the notice of all concerned that it has been viewed seriously by the Board. Clause
9.1.11 of affiliation bylaws makes it clear that the school society/trust/company shall ensure that the
Principal/Head of the School does not refuse any duty assigned by the Board in connection with the
conduct of Examination, evaluation of answer scripts, result processing and other ancillary activities.
Further, as per affiliation byelaws clause 12.2.9 penalty may be imposed for not sending the
teachers/principals for the teacher trainings. It is relevant to mention that Training Unit/Centre of
Excellence (CoEs) of the Board monitor/track the participation of teachers in CBSE training
programmes through CBSE “Prashikshan Triveni”.

In this context it is clarified that Teachers Training is one of the most important ancilliary activities of
the Board and has been given appropriate importance in NEP 2020. Consequest upon
recemmendation of Traininig Advisory Committee meeting held on 01.12.2022 and further ratification
in the 136t Governing Body meeting held on 28.12.2022, it is made clear that the Principal/teacher
appointed by the CoEs as the resource person will be considered on official duty and no leave must be
deducted by the school. Such on duty facility may be given to deputed resource persons for maximum
02 CBSE CoE programmes in a calendar month. If Training Unit/CoEs requires the services of
resource persons for more than 02 programmes and concerned Principal/Management agrees, the
proposed condition of maximum 2 programmes in a calendar month may be relaxed. Similarly,
principals/teachers should be treated on official duty while attending the training programmes to
complete their SO hours per year as per NEP clause 5.15 and 5.16.

Your cooperation is solicited in achieving the goals of NEP 2020 and Capacity Building of teachers.
